B Windows PC running Windows XP, Windows 7, or Windows 10

B At least 15 megabytes free disk space
B RS-232 port

LCI is distributed as a zipped executable file (.zip) that can be downloaded from
WWWw.cisco.com.

Complete the following steps to install the LCI software:

1 Download the LCI installation file from www.cisco.com.

2 Unzip the installation file to your Windows desktop.

3 Double-click the unzipped (.exe) file to open the installer application.
4 Follow the steps of the installer to complete the installation.

Note: We recommend that you check the Cisco website periodically for updates to
the LCI program as well as for new or revised devtype files.
