destination address, the phone will send it to its default router. The router will then be able to send
it to its proper destination.

Default Router

Step 1. Press the Setup button to open the setup menu.
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Step 2. Navigate to Settings.
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Step 3. Navigate to Network Configuration.
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Step 4. Navigate to Default Router and press Edit.
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Step 5. Enter the desired Default Router and press OK.
