Objective

The Guest Web Portal Locale of the WAP125 and WAP581 access points alow you to manipulate the
settings of the Captive Portal. This is where the appearance of the Captive Portal window is configured.
Configuring the Guest Web Portal istypically done when guest accessis first deployed. The Guest Web
Portal Table provides the administrators of the network the ability to customize the Guest Web Portal to
better suit the requirements of the company.

Step 1. Log in to the web-based utility by entering your Username and Password in the fields provided and
then click Login.
