If you have a private cloud, you might run part of your workload on a public cloud. However, migrating workload to the
public cloud requires working with a different interface and learning different ways to set up connectivity and define
security policies. Meeting these challenges can result in increased operational cost and loss of consistency.

To alleviate this issue, you can use the Cisco Cloud Application Policy Infrastructure Controller (APIC) to extend a Cisco
Application Centric Infrastructure (ACI) Multi-Site fabric to Amazon Web Services (AWS) public clouds.

This document describes the features, bugs, and limitations for the Cisco Cloud APIC.

CSCv097314 The Cloud APIC dashboard shows that the BGP session between the cloud router and AWS 4.1(29)
virtual private gateway is down even though the IPSec tunnels are up.

CSCvp10859 Under scale conditions and with API failures due to underlying cloud throttling issues, multiple 4.1(29)
faults are generated to reflect the API failures, but some of them do not get cleared when the
underlying faulty conditions are cleared.
