This module describes the commands used to use the NETCONF configuration protocol to define network
operations with data models.

NETCONTF uses an Extensible Markup Language (XML)-based data encoding for the configuration data, as
well as protocol messages.

To set the netconf-yang agent details such as netconf-yang version and netconf-yang session limits, use the
netconf-yang agent command in the Global Configuration mode.

To remove the configured session version and limits, use the no form of the command.

netconf-yang agent  { netconfl.0 | session { limit value} }
